We have received a letter from Peter Ryan MLA asking for our support in his campaign to have the Long Jetty at Port Welshpool
restored.

Peter Murray reported on his attendance at a fishing clinic for youngsters at Hyland Lake, Churchill recently where he
participated in teaching kids on fishing and casting. Pete informed us of how the DPI released many trout into the lake before the
event and also that they released many large ex-brood fish from a hatchery into the waters of the lake on the day. Peter told us
of how the water appeared very muddy and fears were voiced as to the life expectancy of the big fish after being in the tainted
water. Perhaps the larger fish were possibly wasted for the event and could have been released elsewhere.

Jack Groenewald reported that the level of Lake Jindabyne had fallen lower than this time last year. The fish are already moving
into the river and some large fish are being taken. He had a look at the Council Caravan Park and it appears they have lifted their
game and cleaned the park up to a high standard. Discussion was held on whether we should try the park for our annual
pilgrimage to Jindabyne in June or stay at the Snowline Park as usual. It was left to individuals to look into accommodation and
sort it out with the groups that are going.

Fish Reports
Dean Cousin reported on an afternoon fishing Merrimans Creek for about 20 average size fish.

Peter Murray reported on a recent visit to Jindabyne where other group members fishing with bait outfished him. His sister beat
him with a fish to about 4lb.

Pete also caught a 7Ib Carp and a 2Ib Redfin in the Avon recently.

Mick O'Brien is in New Zealand and has caught some good fish to around 61b. We expect a full report when he gets back.

Jack Groenewald visited Mallacoota and landed a 36cm Luderick on fly. He also fished Jindabyne but came home fishless.

Peter Nelligan spent 2 weeks up at the Mitta scoring about 20 or more fish to about 2 % Ib.

John Morgan fished Tasmania with 4 Browns from Little Pine to 40cm, 6 fish from the Macquarie River to 30cm and 2 fish from
the Goulburn to 25cm.
