The Epoxy Siverside

(Flies For Saltwater, Stewart & Allen — Page 44)

Hook — Straight eye long shank SS #2-3/0

Tail — Fine white bucktail or sub, shorter krystal flash
on top

Body — Silver braided mylar tinsel

Wing — As per tail with few strands of olive hair on
top

Throat — Red material or marking pen

Head - As per body, coat with epoxy after eyes have
been applied

Eyes — Stick on prismatic

action to be taken against Carp.

Most Australians would dearly love to find a way to
eradicate carp form our waterways. Over the years there
have been many projects, some still ongoing — Like the
Daughterless Carp project, many millions of dollars have
been spent with no result to date.

Maybe as fly fishermen we should make our politicians
aware that we would like to see some action and outcomes
in our lifetimes. As an example Carp can live up to 80
years, and even if we introduce or expande the
Daughterless Carp program they will still be there long after
we are dust.
